· Affect factories and offices worldwide

	3  Disadvantages of TNCs
· Economic: pay low wages, avoid taxes
· Profits taken out of the country
· Social: poor safety and working conditions 
· Environmental: water and air pollution
	4  De-industrialisation
· Declining manufacturing industry
· In old industrial countries like the UK
· Greatest in mining and heavy industries
· Such as shipbuilding, steel; also textiles

	5  Industrial growth in East Asia
· Cheap labour / low wages was main factor
· Hard working, willing to work long hours
· Cheap transport using container ships
· Made welcome by many governments
	6  China: new economic giant
· Above 7 per cent of world manufacturing output
· Cheapest and largest workforce
· Produces most of world's consumer goods
· Clothes, footwear, toys, phones, TVs

	7  Energy: rising global demand
· World population growth is one cause
· Also higher levels of economic development
· Technological advances: transport growth
· Increased wealth: buy / use machines
	8  Energy use: environmental impacts 
· Local: landscape damage from mining
· Regional: oil leaks, air pollution, acid rain
· Global warming and climate change
· Most are from mining / burning fossil fuels
